Boot Hill Museum Grabs Honors from True West Magazine

Hundreds of museums celebrate the American West (including more than a few east of the Mississippi).  And True West magazine says the Boot Hill Museum of Dodge City, Kansas, is one of the best.

In fact, Boot Hill is #8 on True West’s Top 10 Western Museums of 2010. The New Mexico History Museum of Santa Fe took top honors.
All the winners of this year’s top 10 museums will be featured in True West’s May 2010 issue, on newsstands April 20. 

“The Boot Hill Museum captures an important period in one of the West’s most famous towns,” says True West Executive Editor Bob Boze Bell. “And of course, part of that fame is based on the cemetery that gave this museum its name.”
Four-time Spur Award-winning writer Johnny D. Boggs selected the winners for this annual award based on his extensive travels, research and firsthand experiences in visiting Western museums each year.  He analyzed their grand showcases of the American West in 2009—“And they had to be really cool,” says Boggs.

Folks also nominated museums through an application form on the magazine website.
Boggs cited the annual Dodge City Days, held each July, as a “must” attend event. He also noted the 2009 dedication of the First Union Church—a new reconstruction that shows the transformation of Dodge City from wild and wooly burg to civilized town. The original church, built in the mid-1870s, boasted Wyatt Earp and Bat Masterson as deacons.

The True West museum feature includes “25 Kid-Friendly Museums” and the “Best Western Art Museum” (Gilcrease Museum, Tulsa, OK).
